2026 RECITAL INFORMATION

This is your 2026 Recital Survival Guide. It contains all of the information you will need to know for the recital.
Please read through the material carefully. THERE IS A LOT OF IMPORTANT INFORMATION INCLUDED. If you
have questions, please contact the studio or ask your child's dance instructor.

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Recital Tickets
This season each family will be allocated 7 recital tickets. If extra tickets are needed you may
request them but they are not guaranteed. All children attending must purchase a ticket. No
lap seating allowed.

Each family will receive a small packet including an envelope you must fill out and send back
with payment and the amount of tickets you will be needing. Tickets are $25 each and must
be paid in cash. Credit cards and checks will not be accepted. 

All seats are assigned and will be selected in lottery order. Ticket orders must be paid in full
by May 9th and your account balance (tuition, costumes, etc.) must be current in order to
receive recital tickets. Tickets will be distributed to families in late May/early June. 

TICKET PAYMENTS ARE DUE BY SATURDAY, MAY 9TH

Dancers and their families can find which show(s) they are in on our website,
(starrdanceco.com) under the “Recital” tab. Please look through this list carefully, as some
dancers are asked to be in multiple shows! Dancers must arrive 30 minutes before
showtime, ready in their costume with their hair and makeup done, as we do start on time.
The show is typically about 2 hours long, and some have a brief 10 minute intermission. One
family member will sign their dancer in and this same family member must pick up the
student. The dancer will stay in the dressing room with SDC staff and volunteers throughout
the entire show. Our room workers will help your dancer change costumes, shoes and assist
them with anything else they need. Our dressing room for our younger dancers has coloring
books, movies, etc. to keep them entertained while they are not on stage.

When you arrive to the dressing room, please make sure all of your dancer’s stuff is clearly
labeled, especially dance bags, garment bags and shoes. This helps keeps your dancer, the
dressing room and the entire show organized. We recommend you bring a water for your
dancer, but we prohibit food in the dressing room to avoid costumes getting ruined.

Dancers in multiple shows are welcome to bring a nut-free meal for in between shows, in
addition to a change of clothes/cover up to avoid making a mess on their costumes.

Q: When will I get my costume?
A: Costumes are handed out in the spring! We provide a garment bag with your costume,
tights and any accessories that come with the costume. 

Q: What if my dancers needs me during the show?
A: Since we give assigned seating, we know exactly where you are and a staff member is
able to get you if needed. 

Q: Can I request handicap/accommodated seating when I give my ticket form?
A: Yes! This venue has handicap seating and we will do our best to accommodate all
dancers and their families. Please write on your ticket envelope if you will need
accomodations.

Q: Can I pick my dancer up after they are done dancing?
A: At dress rehearsal, once your dancer has completed their final dance (combo classes
have two dances), you can sign your dancer out and go! At recital, dancers must stay
through the entire show. We have a special finale that involves all of our dancers - from
youngest to oldest!

Q: Can I visit my dancer at intermission?
A: No, we do not allow parents/guardians in the dressing rooms at all during the show,
including intermission. 

Q: Do I come back to help change my child’s shoes and/or costume?
A: No, the SDC Staff/volunteers will handle this. We are aware of all dancers with multiple
costumes. This is why we ask for you to clearly label everything. You get to sit back, relax
and enjoy watching your dancer and all of their hard work pay off!

Q: How do we do our dancer’s hair & makeup?
A: Please visit page 5 to see exact hair and makeup requirments per class. Tutorials can be
found on YouTube.

FAQs
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Q: What shoes do we need for the recital?
A: All shoes can be found under our “Rates & Policies” page on our website. 

Q: Should my dancer show up in their recital costume?
A: Yes! Your dancer should show up to the venue ready to dance!

Q: What happens if my dancer’s tights rip?
A: We have tights available for purchase at the recital.

Q: What will my dancer be doing during the show?
A: In our dressing rooms, we have coloring pages, games and movies playing while your
dancer is waiting for their turn to shine on stage!

Q: What time should I arrive at recital?
A: You should arrive 30 minutes before your show time.

Q: When will we get recital videos?
A: The recital videos take a couple of weeks to finalize, and will be emailed out to SDC
families during the summer.

FAQs
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Recital Hair & Makeup
Be sure that makeup is bright and clear to avoid being washed out on stage!

COSTUME REMINDERS:
All dancers must wear tights underneath their costumes
All shoes and costumes/accessories should be clearly
labeled
No jewelry, nail polish, or underwear underneath tights is
allowed
Dancers with costume changes may wear a nude bra or
underall beneath their costume. Only clear straps are
allowed.

Tiny Twos, Tiny Toes, Kinderstarrs, Tap/Hip Hop Combo, Ballet
Add On, Jazz/Tap Combo, Ballet/Tap Combo:

Hair: Slicked back high bun
Makeup: Neutral brown eyeshadow, blush and pink lipstick at your own discretion 

Jazz/Hip Hop Combo, Ballet/Lyrical Combo & all other classes:
Hair: Slicked back low bun with a center part

Makeup: Neutral brown eyeshadow, blush and burgundy lipstick 

Competition Company:
All dancers must have their hair in a slicked back low bun (minus Starrlet Company -

they will have their regular high bun). We will NOT be changing styles per dance.

Bun maker kits are on sale at the studio for $10! 
Available in Child and Adult sizes in Blonde, Brown
and Black.
